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Lower Manhattan’s transit system experienced signi�cant ridership increases in 2007, with the total number of riders increasing over 4%, 
from 119 million in 2006 to 124 million in 2007.

Tra�c at subway stations south of Chambers Street increased by almost 5%, and average weekend ridership was up by 10%, re�ecting 
the district’s increased residential population and growing popularity as a tourist destination.  Additionally, PATH trains saw a 10% 
increase in their weekday tra�c. 

 The only mode of transportation to experience a decrease in ridership during 2007 was the privately operated contract ferries, which 
saw a year-over-year loss of almost 5%. The addition of the Yonkers-Haverstraw ferry line in August of 2007, and construction of the new 
Battery Park City ferry terminal (which began in 2007 and is scheduled to open in the Spring of 2008) aim to enhance service and 
increase ridership.
