SMALL FIRM ASSISTANCE PROGRAM 

This grant program aims to support Lower Manhattan’s retailers who have been impacted by 
street or sidewalk closures due to publicly-funded construction projects.

Your business may be eligible for financial assistance if:

•  It is a for-profit retail business employing fewer than 50 people.

•  It is located on a street where a publicly-funded construction project closed the street or     
   sidewalk for 15 days within a 30 consecutive day period. (Please note: Publicly-funded         
   construction projects are any projects funded by Federal, State and/or City funds.  Program  
   eligibility will begin with street or sidewalk closures dating back to July 1, 2007 and      
   continuing through December 31, 2010.)
 
•  You can demonstrate through the submission of  financial documents that the street or      
   sidewalk closures impacted your business.

•  You are current on all charges and municipal taxes.  

You may be eligible to receive:
 
•  The amount of  impact you can demonstrate your business experienced, OR $2.50 per           
   square foot of  the space you own or lease, whichever is less. The maximum any business      
   can receive is $25,000 for the entire program.

Funds are limited, so you are strongly encouraged to apply within 3 months of  when your 
business was impacted by the construction project.

The Lower Manhattan Development Corporation and the City of  New York will administer the 
program and disburse funds.  The Downtown Alliance will provide outreach and technical 
assistance to businesses.
